CLOSURE ORDER

WHEREAS, M/s. KING ADHESIVES PVT. LTD. (hereinafter referred to as the industry) isengaged in
the manufacturing of Phenol Formadehyde and Urea Formaldehyde resin a Pachagarh, P.S.-
Mathabhanga, Dist.- Coochbehar, Pin — 736 146.

WHEREAS, an inspection of the industry was conducted by the West Bengal Pollution Control Board
(hereinafter referred to as the Board) on 15/12/2009. During inspection the industry was in operation with
P.F. resin being in production stage. The industry has one wood-fired small boiler connected with a stack of
height 13m from G.L. Although the ETP dludge is hazardous, no trace of dudge was found either in the
sludge drying bed or inside and outside the factory premises. No record of hazardous waste generation was
found in the industry. The environmental information display board was not installed at the factory gate.

WHEREAS, the analysis report of the effluent sample collected indicates miserable failure to comply with
the standard.

WHEREAS, atechnical hearing was conducted at the Head Office of the Board on 20/05/2010 involving
the industry.

WHEREAS, the General Manager appearing in the hearing could not submit any proper explanation for the
above non-compliance.

NOW THEREFORE, considering the non-compliance as observed during inspection by the Board
officials and the failure to comply with the discharge standard for effluent, M/S. KING ADHESIVES
PVT. LTD. is hereby closed by the Board with immediate effect.

The order for suspension of closure will only be considered by the Board after the industry fully upgrades
the effluent treatment system and complies with the discharge standard for liquid effluent.

The industry is hereby directed to submit a Pollution Cost of Rs. 1.00 lakh (Rupees one lakh) only within
fifteen [15] days from the date of issue of this order by Demand Draft to be drawn on Service Branch,
Kolkata/ Banker’s cheque in favour of the WEST BENGAL POLLUTION CONTROL BOARD.

The industry should submit a Bank Guarantee (proforma enclosed) for Rs.2,00,000/- (Rupees Two Lakhs)
only, valid for twelve [12] months within fifteen [15] days from the date of issue of this order in favour of
the WEST BENGAL POLLUTION CONTROL BOARD, as an assurance to comply with the above
direction.



This direction is issued in exercise of the powers conferred under the Water (Prevention & Control of
Pollution) Act, 1974, Air (Prevention & Control of Pollution) Act, 1981 and the Environment (Protection)
Act, 1986 and Rules made thereunder.

The closure order will take immediate effect and the Officer-in-Charge, Mathabhanga Police Station, Dist.-
Coochbehar under West Bengal Police is directed to execute the Closure order against the aforementioned
industry and submit the compliance report to the State Board within seven (07) days from the receipt of this
Memo.

This direction has been issued to the Officer-in-Charge, Mathabhanga Police Station in conformity with the
order of the Hon' ble High Court, Cal cutta dated 21/08/1998.

The Asst. Environmental Engineer & Incharge, Siliguri Regional Office of the State Board is requested to
take necessary steps for proper execution of the closure order and also visit the industry involving the local
police station and Nodal Police Officer of the concerned district.
